25 point activities

	Hooray for Hollywood
Choose two characters from your book.  With a partner, role play a scene from the book featuring these 2 characters.  
	A Perfect Ending
Write a different ending to your story.  This should change what happened in the last chapter of the book. 
	Sunday Comics 

Draw at least 3 comic strips that highlight three important events in your book.  Make sure the dialogue is realistic for the characters.

	Sing-A-Long
Create song lyrics and music to summarize your book.  Use the book title for your song title.  Perform the song for the class or record it on a DVD.
	Dear Author
Write a letter to the author telling why you liked the book or why you didn’t like it.  Give examples from the book and valid reasons for your opinion.
	First, Next, Last
Make a time line with illustrations sequencing 10 important events that happened in the book.  Make sure you create captions for each event.

	Main Character

Who is the main character?  Describe him/her physically, emotionally and intellectually.  How does he/she change throughout the novel?  What causes this change?  Make sure to use evidence from the novel.
	Plot

What happens in the novel?  Be specific – include setting, characters, rising action, climax, falling action, and resolution/conclusion.  Please explain the events in the sequential order in which they happened in the novel.
	Teacher

Create a test based on your novel with an answer key.  It must have a variety of questions (true/false, multiple choice, fill in the blank, short answer, open response).  You must have a minimum of 25 questions that cover the entire book.


15 point activities 
– one-half page double space typed (12 pt) or one-half page handwritten (single spaced)
	Connections
Make at least four connections with the novel (text to text, text to self, text to world). Make sure your connections are valid and have depth.  Make sure to use evidence from the novel
	Title
Why is the title of your book what it is?  Please be sure to explain fully both the literal (surface level) and figurative (deeper level) meanings.
	Author
Who is the author of your book?  Research your author and write a summary about him/her to share with the class.  Include any interesting facts that you may discover.


10 Point activities

	Compare/Contrast

Make a Venn diagram comparing and contrasting two characters from your book.  At least 10 entries for each section of the diagram.
	Getting the Setting

Research the setting of your book and draw a map showing where it's located.  Include facts about the area and a key and labels.

	X Marks the Spot
Create a bookmark for your book, drawing a scene from the book or a character, giving a summary of the book on the back after listing the title, genre, and author.
	I “Scene” It
Draw two pictures of scenes from your story that are not illustrated in your book.  Write a summary of the scene below each picture.  Label each character and the setting.
	Dear Character

Write a letter to a character in the story telling how his or her life is like yours OR how it is very different from yours. Use examples from the book.

	Here Lies…

Write an obituary (death notice) for one of the characters in the book – be sure to include real life accomplishments as well as relatives, cause of death, etc.  
	Talk About It

Give a five minute book talk to the class about your book.  Don’t give away the ending, but make it interesting enough to make others want to read your book.
	Story Time

Read a favorite part of the book out loud to the class (at least three pages).  Make an appointment with Mrs. Mark.


5 point activities

	It’s Puzzling
Create a crossword puzzle or word search about the story
	Switcheroo
In 10 or more sentences describe how the characters would be different in another time period.
	Cover Story
Make a new book jacket for the book (front and back cover)
