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Imagine that you have been given a million dollars to spend. Lucky you! However, you must spend your money on one central theme. You cannot just make random purchases. Follow the steps below as your work on your project over the next 6 weeks. 

*PROJECTS ARE DUE FRIDAY APRIL 30th*
1. Your first step is to decide on a theme – the most common themes are opening up some type of a business, or going on an elaborate vacation. Some themes in past years have included: a pet store, a restaurant, a daycare, a class field trip to Disney, or a family trip around the world. The possibilities are endless and you can be as creative as you want.
· You must decide on your theme by March 26th. Write it down on a sheet of paper and give it to your teacher.
2. Your next step, once you’ve chosen a theme is to come up with a list of your major categories. You need at least 4, but no more than 7 major categories. Your major categories are like the subtitles of all the things you’re going to buy. For example, if your theme is a trip to Disney World for you and your family, your major categories might be:

-Transportation

-Lodging (Hotel)

-Food

-Entertainment

-Wardrobe

Or, if your theme is a restaurant, your major categories might be:

-Property

-Employee Salaries (these should be recorded as a yearly salary)
-Furniture

-Kitchen equipment

-Food

- Misc. (a miscellaneous category can include things that might not fit in your other categories like advertising, or uniforms for employees)
· A list of your major categories needs to be turned in to your teacher by April 2nd. Use the sheet attached to this packet.

3. Once you have chosen your theme and decided on your 4 – 7 major categories, you need to start researching what you are going to buy within each category. There are several places that you can find prices. The internet is the easiest and quickest, but make sure you have your parent’s permission first. You can also use catalogs, newspapers, or weekly advertisement circulars. Start with your first major category and use the Million Dollar spreadsheet in Google Docs. This spreadsheet will automatically tally and add up a grand total (just like we saw in class). You need to do this for each of your 4 major categories. The sample attached will show you what each category spreadsheet should look like. Here are some important points to remember:
· You can’t buy anything that costs more than $250,000. The only exception to this is property. Property is very expensive, and usually costs more than $250,000. So, you can look at real estate websites or the real estate section of the newspaper to find a property you want to buy. Even if the property costs more than $250,000, you can still buy it, but you can only count it as $250,000 on your spreadsheet. If you are going to lease (rent) a property, list how much it will cost you for the year.
· Each major category cannot total more than $500,000. If one of your major categories ends up totaling more than $500,000, than you need to get rid of some stuff in that category!

· Forget about taxes!

· If you are including employees, list them for their yearly salaries (what they make in a year)

· Make sure you are researching and finding REAL prices. Do not make up prices.

· Once you have completed all your  major categories, fill out the grand total sheet (the last worksheet on the Excel file) that lists each of your major categories, and how much you spent in each category.

· If you have money left to spend at the end, you can donate it to charity. But remember, if you have to donate more than $100 to charity, it will affect your grade (see rubric)

4. Your last step is to make your display. First, you need to print out a copy of all of your major category sheets (between 4 and 7 pieces of paper depending on how many categories you have). You also need to make sure you fill out your grand total sheet (the last worksheet in the Excel file) which lists all of your major categories and how much you spent in each one. It also lists a grand total at the end. Once you have your pages printed out, you need to display them on a tri-fold board along with a title, and any other decorations, pictures, etc. Some students in the past have also included on their board printouts of various websites where they “bought” some of their items. 

Remember, you can ask questions at any time throughout these six weeks. Do not wait until the last minute to start this project!
