Write your spelling words in

bubble letters.

	Look up the definition of ten of your spelling words in the dictionary (do not make up your own definitions).  Write the word in RED if the word is a NOUN, GREEN if the word is a VERB, and ORANGE if the word is an adjective.  All others can be written in pen.
	Write a sentence for ten of your hardest spelling words.  Make sure they are FIFTH grade sentences (at least seven words in a sentence).  

Underline the spelling word and circle the verb in each sentence.  
	Write a holiday poem using ten of your spelling words. Underline the words that you use. Illustrate your poem.
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	Rhymes, Synonyms and Antonyms
Write each of your spelling words.  Then write either a rhyming word, a synonym or an antonym for each word and label it as synonym, antonym or rhyme.
	In order of difficulty
Write all of your words in order with the hardest word on the top and the easiest word on the bottom of the list.
Write top five hardest words 4 times, the next five words 3 times, next five words 2 times and the last five once.
	Spelling illustrations
Write your ten hardest spelling words, then draw a picture to illustrate the meaning of the word.  
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
